
The four areas of Woorabinda
Bushland Reserves (formerly
Stirling Linear Park) total some
34 hectares, with approximately
4 kms of walking trails. They
are an important part of the 
Aldgate Creek Catchment,
which in turn feeds into the
Onkaparinga River. They are home to a 
variety of birds and other native fauna 
and form a strategic link in the precious 
wildlife corridor between the southern 
bushlands, Cleland Reserve and the 
remnant natural bush areas to Adelaide’s 
northeast. Popular activities are walking, 
wildlife observation, wetlands studies 
and picnicking.
